We reviewed the terms from “Archive” to “Crosswalk” and added references to various usages and definitions. To make progress, we should continue this work for other terms before the next meeting.

Decision: 
Process to create the Glossary
· We will have two pass processes for generating the definitions of the terms.
· First pass is review and finding candidate sources
· Second pass is arriving at a definition (or maybe two)
· If an existing definition fits the needs of DDI, we should use it.
· We want a definition of each term in the DDI context.
· We will add relevant possibilities for the definition of the terms.  We will go back and come up with the appropriate wording in the second pass.
· We won’t specify for each term that this is in the context of DDI, as we will add a caveat to the top of the glossary that the terms specifically apply to DDI.
Removal of some terms
· We removed the term “DDI Codebook Model” from the Glossary. We can still add it in the future.
· We removed the term Colectica because it is a private commercial application.
· We want to add only the terms to understand the DDI standard.

Creating definitions
For most of the terms, we found there is probably a useful generic definition, e.g., codebook, and there is the specific use of it in DDI. So, many terms will have 2 definitions associated with them.
Acronyms, Synonyms
· We need to make the definition of the terms accessible and usable.
· We decided to add the acronym in brackets.
· We will add, “also known.”

Here is a response to your specific items. I will also ask the TC to draft a possible list of terms they think are important or asked about and will pass that on to you.



 



Instrument - means of delivering a questionnaire, or other form of data capture. For example a single questionnaire may be fielded as a paper instrument, web interface, interview (in-person, CADI, CAPI, etc.). There may be modifications in the appearance of the questionnaire to facilitate data capture but it is the same flow of questions. Example of changes: paper instrument would provide skip patterns as written instructions whereas a computer delivered instrument would perform the skips automatically.



Questionnaire - Organized flow of questions with which data are collected from a population



Survey Instrument - the use of an instrument to deliver a survey (essentially the "survey" has more to do with the group being asked to respond (survey sample or census)



 



The first two terms are used in both Codebook and Lifecycle and the third is used in a controlled vocabulary used by both.



 



The terms used in Lifecycle are "variable representation" and "response domain" as choice is inappropriate for a numeric, text, locational, and some other response domain forms.



 



Question and Measurement should both be on your list. I'll raise this at the TC tomorrow and get a list started. We may not have time to get much of a discussion going but I can give them an assignment and see if it gets done :-)

The Glossary WG is compiling a list of all the important terms under DDI to define. We aren’t doing a deep dive anywhere yet. Instead, we are concentrating on those terms we think most users of DDI are going to need to know. So, the distinctions among “questionnaire”, “instrument”, and “survey instrument” came up. Which of these terms are used in Codebook and Lifecycle? Is there any guidance you can give us about what their differences are? Are there any other low-hanging-fruit terms associated with these that you think we also need to consider? “Question” might be one to add. Any others? We are already considering terms like “code list”, “category set”, “value domain”, etc. I suppose “response choice” might be needed? Maybe this isn’t used in Lifecycle and Codebook.
