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As Bamboo is closing down within the next months, there is a need to think about an alternative. At the same time we would be able to get all components of the build into the pipeline. Currently the production of HTML and PDF documentations on DDI-Views are performed within readthedocs.

The setup we suppose is the following:

· The general management platform will be Google Cloud

· There will be a few docker apps to be run in that environment:

· One will contain Jenkins, this will need to mount the build tasks information (https://hub.docker.com/_/jenkins/

 HYPERLINK ""
). This will have to run constantly and will stear all others.

· Next will be a docker to contain Saxon HE 9 to perform all XSL transformations (https://hub.docker.com/r/jgiovaresco/saxonhe/~/dockerfile/).

· One or two dockers will be needed to run sphinx for producing HTML and PDF documentations. Currently these are created by Jon.

· Additional dockers can later be added to this setup to perform different tasks like compiling a java binding or checking the schema with use case examples
