Recommendation for hand crafted identifiers in DDI-V

Within DDI-V a lot of entities need to carry an identifier to establish relations to others. Many of these relationships were implemented through the hierarchy of XML within DDI-C and DDI-L. This hierarchy does not exist within DDI-V. When transforming legacy data from older DDI, these identifiers might therefore not exist. When creating DDI-V by hand, they also have to be created in some way. 

To give a hint for creating ids that are at least unique within a document, here is a recommendation:

Assuming, that a document is created, that consists of the description of a study and the questions and variables from that study together with all the directly nested entities to those. In this case, there will be at least an existing or definable identifier for this study. All other identifiers would the be created with this study identifier as a prefix. The next part of the identifier would be the name of the type of the element, that is identified. This does not have to be the fully written type name but can also be some kind of unique abbreviation. The last part would be an upcounting number. The pattern would be:
<studyid>-<elementname>-<count>
Examples:
ZA9999-Question-1

ICPSR7777777-InVar-23

FORS1234567-Institution-8
